Poppy's Bus was checked turning off the back straight and lost ground for the remainder of the event. A
post-race veterinary examination revealed a right hamstring injury. A 10 day stand down period was
imposed.

Stewards noted that Lizburn's muzzle became partially dislodged during the running of the event.

Pre-race urine samples were taken from Grannie May and Aston Flurry.

Dernancourt was quick to begin. County Tyrone was slow to begin.

Apre-race urine sample was taken from Mad Apple.
