Acting under GAR 69(B)(1), the stewards charged Another Man with failing to pursue the lure
with due commitment (by reason of injury). Mr. Interligi pleaded not guilty to the charge. Another Man was
found guilty and stewards directed that the greyhound perform a Satisfactory Trial (all tracks) pursuant to
GAR 69(B)(1)(a) before any future nomination will be accepted.

Maisies Bess was vetted following the event. It was reported that the greyhound sustained grazing to its
left stifle. A5 day stand down period was imposed.

Stewards spoke to Mr. G Rossin, trainer of Hardaway Tiara with regard to the length of time the greyhound
has had between races. Hardaway Tiara last raced on 25th Feb, 2015. Mr Rossin stated that the
greyhound was new to his kennel and had been in season during this time.
