Queen
Quick was found guilty and Stewards directed that the greyhound perform a Satisfactory Trial (all tracks),
pursuant to GAR 69(B)(1)(a) before any future nomination will be accepted.

Stewards spoke to Mr. S Bauer, the trainer of Our Didda regarding comments made about the greyhound
Queen Quick to Mrs. A Dailly. Mr. Bauer pleaded guilty to a charge of GAR 86(q) and was issued with a
severe reprimand. In determining this decision stewards considered Mr. Bauer's apology to Mr. T Dailly and
his remorse for his actions.
