Weighing 27.5kgs and
beginning from box 1 beaten by 4L. Lady Ceecee has been cleared to race at all tracks.



Perfect Player – The greyhound has not competed in an event for in excess of six months due to a change
of kennels. Weighing 33.1kgs and beginning from box 2 winning by 4L. Perfect Player has been cleared to
race.

Urana Hope – Was stood down from racing at Cranbourne for Unsatisfacory Performance. Weighing
25.1kgs and beginning from box 8 beaten by 9.25L (Checked on the home turn). Urana Hope has been
cleared to race at all tracks.
