Always A Thrill, Jacquinot Jet and
Real Talent were slow to begin.

Apre—race sample was taken from Ximena Bale.

Zimena Bale, Faint Perfume and Blackpool Koa were quick to begin. Spartan Legend went up with the lids
atbox rise and was slow to begin.

Bop Bop - New declared weight of 32.8kgs, last raced at 34.0kgs.
Apre—race sample was taken from Hosey Sidekick.

Ferocious Caitty, Jen Jumbo Prawn and Hosey Sidekick were quick to begin. Goodbye Ben, Bop Bop and
Reiko Bolt were slow to begin.

Goodbye Ben proved awkward to box. Connections advised that a different handler handle Goodbye Ben
in its future starts. The Stewards were satisfied with this course of action.

Jen Jumbo Prawn, checked first turn - underwent a post-race veterinary examination and was found to
have a suspected right hock fracture. A90 day stand down period was imposed.

Set me Free was quick to begin. Fire Hose was slow to begin.

Apost-race sample was taken from Set Me Free - the winner of the event.




Gotham Diva, Reinforcements and Mr. Blue were quick to begin. Remnants, Impress Scarlett and Postman
Pickett were slow to begin.

Zella Bale, Fernando Dusty and Xylus Bale were quick to begin. Jungle Panther and Rufiano were slow to
begin.

Branson Bale - racing incident home straight, underwent a post-race veterinary examination — no apparent
injury was reported.

Stewards spoke to Mr A Julian & Miss P Hodge, the representatives of Branson Bale regarding the
greyhound’s racing manners in the home straight. Acting under the provisions of GAR 123 Branson Bale
was charged with marring. Mr A Julian pleaded guilty to the charge, Branson Bale was found guilty and
suspended for 28 days at all tracks and must perform a Satisfactory Trial in accordance with GAR 127, and
pursuant to GAR 132, before any future nomination will be accepted.

Astons Serpens - racing incident approaching the first turn - underwent a post-race veterinary examination
and was found to have an abrasion and lost/torn nail to the left hind foot. No stand down period was
imposed.

Stewards spoke to Mr D Drew, the representative of Aston Serpens regarding the greyhound’s racing
manners approaching the first turn. Acting under the provisions of GAR 123 Aston Serpens was charged
with marring. Mr D Drew pleaded guilty to the charge, Aston Serpens was found guilty and suspended for
28 days at all tracks and must perform a Satisfactory Trial in accordance with GAR 127, and pursuant to
GAR 132, before any future nomination will be accepted.

Apre—race sample was unable to be obtained from Body Hack, a post-race sample was subsequently
taken.

Body Hack and Spring Hondo were quick to begin. King Kaboom was slow to begin.

This event was delayed by one minute to remove wildlife from the track.

Slingshot Sudoku, Sydney Monelli and Tiggerlong Indi were quick to begin. Marcus Moloney was slow to
begin.

Pai Gow Poker, Ice Star and Drakensberg Dot were quick to begin. Seabrook Short was slow to begin.
