Peregrine Flyer began to lose ground from the first turn, underwent a post-race veterinary examination and
was found to have a wrist sprain. A 10 day stand down period was imposed.

Kepal and Duo Glide was slow to begin.

Here To Talk was slow to begin.

Apost-race sample was taken from Holy Wreck - the winner of the event.

Lechlade Lola — New declared weight of 29.2kg, last raced at 30.4kg (-1.2kg).

Shima Jim and Dig Dag was slow to begin.

Astra Bale and She Can Talk was quick to begin.

Quested Bale was heavily checked on the first turn, underwent a post-race veterinary examination and
was found to have a right quadriceps injury. A7 day stand down period was imposed.

Never Sweet was slow to begin.



There's My Spot — Late scratching at 9:01pm on the advice of the On— Track Veterinarian (GAR 92) due to
swelling of the right wrist. A7 day stand down period was imposed.

Stewards opened an inquiry into the conduct of Liam Sharp in the kennel block after the late scratching of
There's My Spot. Acharge under GAR 165(a) was issued to Liam Sharp for engaging in conduct that was
detrimental and/or prejudicial to the image and/or control of greyhound racing. Liam Sharp pleaded not
guilty to the charge and made further submissions. After considering all of the evidence, Stewards found
Liam Sharp guilty of the charge. In determining penalty, stewards considered Mr Sharp's remorse, good
record and that he has been registered for approximately 7 years. Mr Sharp was fined $250. Mr Sharp was
advised of his right to request an appeal through the Office Of The Racing Integrity Commissioner.

Acting
under the provisions of GAR 123 Hydro Glide was charged with marring. Mr McCullagh pled guilty to the
charge, Hydro Glide was found guilty and suspended for 28 days at Geelong and must perform a
Satisfactory Trial in accordance with GAR 127 and pursuantto GAR 132, before any future nomination will
be accepted.

Cruising Through was slow to begin.

Crusing Through underwent a post-race veterinary examination due to racing manners in the home turn —
no apparentinjury was reported.

Stewards spoke to trainer Ms. Dawn Johnston regarding the racing manners of Crusing Through on the
home turn. After hearing submissions from Ms. Johnston, viewing the available race footage and having
their own observations, Stewards took no further action.
