Stewards spoke to Mr. Mark
Denovan regarding Zoom Call’s racing manners following the 50m mark. Acting under the provisions of
GAR 124, Zoom Call was charged with failing to pursue the lure with due commitment. Mr. Denovan
pleaded guilty to the charge. Zoom Call was suspended for 28 days at Healesville and must perform a
Satisfactory Trial in accordance with GAR 127, and pursuant to GAR 132, before any future nomination will
be accepted.

The semaphore board temporarily displayed race 2' until shortly after the conclusion of the event, where it
was promptly corrected to race '1' before the numbers and 'all clear' were given.
